· Portable, browsers are available on every hardware platform

· Web Browser/Web Server Process

· Web use involves a request response cycle

· Browser (user) requests a page

· Browser sends a series of hidden headers are sent to the Web Server

· The Web Server interprets the request it was sent and sends a response back to the Browser.  The response includes some headers to assist the browser.

· What is html?

· A markup language

· Use tags to specify presentation of information

· Some tags require end tags, some do not

· Physical <em>, <strong>, <code>, etc.

· Logical <b>, <I>, <u>, <sub>, <sup>

· Insertion of graphics

· <img src=”file name to insert”>

· Special characters

· E.g. &#233; displays character #233

· E.g. &copy; displays the copyright symbol

· Horizontal lines (horizontal rules)
