Tutorial 2 – CS232

Hyperlinks are a vital part of web pages, they enable the creation of a web of pages.

Hyperlinks are creating using the anchor tag.  The hyperlink (the item that is clicked) may be text or an image.

<a href=”destination” >hyperlinked text</a>.  There are several types of destination urls.  Each will be described below.

· Named Hyperlinks

Embed a named hyperlink in a page using:

<a name=”destinationname”>Link Text</a>

This destination may be linked to using:

< a href=”#destinationname”>Click here to go to destination</a>

The named destination may follow a file name so that a location in a different html document may be linked to.

< a href=”test.html#destinationname”>

Link to a location in another document

· Relative Hyperlinks

Relative hyperlinks are relative to the folder in which the current document is located.


<a href=”test.html”>Link to test.html</a>

Clicking on the link above (Link to test.html) will cause the file test.html in the current folder to be displayed.

.. in a url indicates that the document is in the parent folder of the current folder. For example:

< a href=”../test.html”> link to test.html in parent folder</a>

Clicking on this link will display the file test.html in the parent folder of the current folder.

<a href=”../test/test.html”>link to test.html in test folder</a>

Clicking this link will return a file in a test folder that is located under the parent of the current folder.

· Absolute Hyperlinks

Absolute hyperlinks are defined in reference to the root of the web site.  For example:

<a href=”/test.html”>Link to test.html in web site root</a>

Clicking on this link will return the file test.html in the root of the web site.

In class we’re storing our html files on a local hard drive and not on a web server.  In this circumstance absolute urls take the form:

<a href=”c|test/test.html”>Link to test.html</a>

Clicking on this link will return the file test.html located in a folder test located in the root of the local c drive.

· Fully Qualified Hyperlinks

These hyperlinks are used to link to documents anywhere on the internet.  For example:

<a href=http://www.yahoo.com>Yahoo</a>

Clicking on the yahoo link will return the yahoo.com home page.  These types of hyperlinks are very similar to the absolute hyperlinks discussed above.  

· Email Hyperlinks

You’ve probably used web sites that contained an email link such as:

<a href=”mailto: shb9@cornell.edu”>Send me email</a>

· FTP Hyperlinks

· Newsgroup Hyperlinks
