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The goal is to produce the web page shown above.  I want to outline a process for creating this page.  The process is one of deconstruction.  Break the project up into smaller pieces that can be built independently.  

The page above could possibly built with an intricate collection of nested tables but I think this page could be more easily built and more easily maintained using styles.

Initially ignore the center portion of this page with the white background and the four boxes.

The page can contain 4 rectangular sections similar to the following (not to scale):

	This rectangle is 100 pixels high and spans the page horizontally.  The tagline is 175 pixels from the rectangle’s left edge and 70 pixels from the top of the rectangle.  The logo url is http://audiovegas.com/images/audiovegaslogo.gif.  The background color is #A5BACF.  

	
	75 pixels wide and spanning the page vertically

	The trailer begins 750 pixels from the top is 50 pixels high and spans the entire page horizontally.  Create a style to represent the small copyright notice and use it.
	


Define a heading style to represent the top rectangle and code that completely.  Then add the 2 rectangles below it but don’t fill in the details.  Then add the bottom rectangle that includes the copyright notice.  

Once the framework above has been established then the 4 boxes can be placed into the large empty region in the mock up above.  You will need to use positioning style elements to control the location of the boxes (top, bottom, left, right).
